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>About the program 

Center for International Studies of Arts (Belgrade), in collaboration with Comune di Firenze (Assessorato alla publica istruzione - Scambi internazionali), Studio Art Centers International (SACI) and La Corte Arte Contemporanea, presents Outside Experimental Art Center, a two-week program of lectures and workshops in Florence in the period July 12-29 2005. The aim of the program is to promote international cultural and educational exchange between Belgrade and Florence, through seminars and workshops in the field of visual culture, contemporary art, system of art and art history. The program is generously supported, as in previous occasions, by the Serbian Ministry of Culture.

The program in Florence is part of the Outside project cultural exchange program, which has been accomplished twice so far between Belgrade and Florence (Belgrade 2002, Two Worlds of Europe 2004), involving important cultural institutions from both environments. In this occasion the program is intended for the students and professors of visual arts and related fields of study from Serbia. It is conceived as a summer school dedicated to exchange and comunication and it implies a collaboration between Serbian and international faculty that is gathered around the project.

The content of the program is based on representing the cultural reality of Florence, historical and contemporary particularities of the city, and its position in an international artistic context. Students will meet artists, art groups, critics and gallerists, and will visit studios, galleries and museums. They will attend lectures on the themes of contemporary art, aesthetics, history of art, and will also take part in workshops. 

Students will be introduced to various possibilities for continuing their studies in Florence, by learning about MA and MFA programs and special study programs offered by various state and private educational institutions, such as SACI, Accademia italiana, ISIA, Polimoda, Studio Marangoni etc.

As part of the program one personal exhibitions will be inaugurated, which will present works of the visiting lecturer from Carnegie Melon University in Pittsburgh, Michelle Illuminato. The exhibition will be held at the gallery La Corte Arte Contemporanea.

Lectures are held in a studio space and lecture halls of the Studio Art Centers International, as well as in other interesting indoor and outdoor locations in the city, including museums and galleries.

At the end of the program, an exhibition of students works will be presented.

>Michelle Illuminato / Next Question, opening of the exhibition Living Statues, at La Corte Arte Contemporanea.

Almost two million tourists a year fill the narrow streets of Florence. Is their experience scripted by the global tourist industry, with its tours, guidebooks, educators, websites and souvenirs or do they create individual stories of the city from their direct experiences? And can any of these narratives be considered authentic? These are the questions asked by Living Statues/Statue Viventi. The exhibit was created by next question, a team of artists including Emily Blair, Michelle Illuminato and Phuong Nguyen. Since 1993, next question has been creating projects considering a variety of social issues, with an emphasis on including multiple voices. next question works in many different media including sculpture, painting, computer art, video and audio. Recent pieces focusing on the social aspects of urban spaces include the interactive installations 2 Degrees of Separation and South Side Atlas.

>Giardino Sonoro, meeting with Lorenzo Brusci.

Giardino Sonoro La Limonaia dell'Imperialino, GSLI, is both an Italian environmental design team based in Florence, and the name of the team’s sonic garden lab and ground test for new installative solutions. Sonic, botanical and luminous elements are GSLI’s main instruments to enhance architectural and naturalistic spaces. GSLI define as their main goal ‘to produce Immaterial Architecture and Immersive Design, where spaces are defined through symbols and environment can be determined through non-invasive material’. The group is formed by several members who include a sound designer, a garden designer and a producer of lighting systems.

Born in Peja, Kosovo in 1970. He lives and works in New York and Italy. He exhibited in major contemporary art galleries, museums and manifestations, including PS1 in New York, Haifa Museum of Contemporary Art, Laura Pecci in Milan, Fondazione Teseco in Pisa, Fondazione Pistolletto, Galleria d’arte moderna e contemporanea in Rome, Manifesta, Istanbul Biennial, Tirana Biennial… His work was part of exhibitions curated by Jan Hoet, Achile Bonito Oliva, Jeanne Greenberg, Angela Vettese… Curently, his work is shown at the Albanian pavillion at the Venice Biennale.

After specializing in media and graphics in Helsinki, Melania Lanzini (Florence, 1970) has been doing video, instellation and performance projects which have been presented in Florence, Bologna, Rome, Bolzano, Milan, Pisa, and recently in Belgrade, as part of the exhibition Infinity Enclosed, presented at the Gallery of the Belgrade Cultural Center. Her work deals with iconographic representations of the body, often by means of highly emotional and disquieting contents. She teaches graphic techniques at the Studio Art Centers International in Florence.

>Kinkaleri, artists group, Aula Magna, SACI

The art and theater group Kinkaleri was founded in 1995. Since than it has achievied important acknowledgments in the Italian and the foreign scene of contemporary art and performance. Kinkaleri has development a number of creative itineraries - plays, performances, installations, video-making, sonorizations, stage settings, publications. Their projects were hosted by contemporary art museums, theatres, festivals, dance and theatre exhibitions, video exhibitions, sound installations, discotheques, television shows. The group is composed by Matteo Bambi, Luca Camilletti, Massimo Conti, Marco Mazzoni, Gina Monaco, Cristina Rizzo. Kinkaleri is presently in residence at the Teatro Studio di Scandicci. Since January 2001 the Kinkaleri studio space has been located at the Spazio-K, a hangar-building of the Campolmi, former industrial area in the historical center of Prato, Italy.

>Edoardo Malagigi, Aula Magna, SACI

Professor of Design and co-ordinator of the projects related to international collaborations at the Academy of Fine Arts in Florence. He has been working for many years on design, didactic, art and communication projects. Since 1995 he has been the art director of the Children’s Emergency Foundation, founded with the task to accomplish projects of improvement of the quality of life of Romanian orphans infected by AIDS. He has designed school furniture for children and protected communities, and has conducted research in the field of eco-design. From 1993 to 1999 he was the president of the jury at the festival Videominuto presented at the Pecci Contemporary Art muesum in Prato, Italy. Since 2000 he has been a scientific advisor for architecture and design at the Ministry of Education. He is one of the initiators of the project Kabul Center for Contemporary Arts.

Prior to his works in painting in sculpture (1988) Luca Matti did comics, illustrations and graphics. He developed a recognizable visual language consisting in environments and characters of a noir world influenced by film and popular fiction. >Workshops

Michelle Illuminato: Site of View
The Site of View workshop will look at the city of Florence through the lens of the explorer, flaneur, tourist, and resident. Using famous tourist sites and not so famous residential areas in Florence as our points of departure, we will employ ethnographic and other methods to produce an understanding of how the city is viewed, used, and perceived. We will reflect upon our experiences and create either individually or in collaboration, actions, interventions, installations, sound pieces and artworks in the city of Florence. Our works will serve to challenge ourselves, participants and viewers with an alternative, more complex or conflicting understanding of the city and those who use it. During the multi-session workshop, students will be introduced to artists who employ relational aesthetics (as named by Nicolas Bourriaud), as well as who create contextual public art, actions, interventions, and dialogical art. They will also be presented with an eclectic mix of relevant information: historical accounts of the city, current writings, theory, guide books, and internet tourist sites. Research will go beyond text, images and discussions into the physical realm. Students will participate in games or actions that will kick-start a first-hand account of the city and will produce interesting starting points. After this flood of research, both traditional and experiential, we will begin constructing the framework for projects that bring to light our findings. Depending on interests, the gathering of content for projects may take a variety of turns: interviews with tourists or locals, collecting of sounds, a re-envisioning of the Florentine map, a look at cultural products that reflect the city (the souvenir, postcard, tourist guide), or discovering information that is not normally accessible to the casual visitor. Students may choose to collaborate or work individually to create works that are interactive, interventionist pieces that take place in the city and will be documented through images, sound and video.
Dragan Zdravkovic: An Intimate Map of Florence
The students in this workshop will observe and choose parts of the city, define their position on a map, collect and create visual information in form of drawings, paintings and photographs, and thus form an intimate map of Florence, as a large scale mixed media project. The course will take place in the studio and in various locations in the city.
Djordje Odanovic / Gordana Kaljalovic: Hidden Dimensions of the City

This workshop will propose a discovery tour through the art history, with the focus on the hidden dimensions of the city. The presence of the past, myths, history, customs, tradition incorporated in the works of art, architecture and daily life. Students will be encouraged to use a variety of materials to accomplish three-dimensional ideas also combination of materials for their own art work.  Conceptual framework will be also explored. A final project using mixed media of the student choice and exploring individual content. Photography too, will be introduced , starting from Pinhole Camera / Camera Obscura, connecting photography and painting. Making photographs by pinhole camera which was used specially during Renaissance / for correcting perspective /. The subject will be explored from personal angle, using photo- sensitive material in a simple way in spite of the complexity of procedure. This include  - constructing pinhole camera, basic image management, visualization and anticipation of final result, focus on connections between light and shadow, creating forms in space, emphasizing or minimizing “departure from reality” following themes and motives: Architecture – facades, streets-vista through arches, gardens, public squares etc. Focus on the formal and contextual presentation of  work. Individual guidance and advice on projects may concern all phases of student work in order to help achieve clarity of expression.
>Seminars
Maria Antonia Rinaldi: Contemporary Art Scene of Florence

The course will be developed through a series of lectures where students will be given an overview of contemporary art scene in Florence. The subject will be introduced with an historical frame to explain the peculiar museological situation of this town, where since the early XVIII century there had been a strong connection between the cultural patrimony and the territory. After the analysis of the XX century changement occurred after World War II, the actual situation will be considered choosing several examples of contemporary art production either public or private. Students will meet artists, gallerists and managers whose work is focus to keep Florence connetcted with the contemporary scene.  
Kevin Murphy: Art, Philosophy and Science of Florence from the Foundation to the XVIII Century

This course is concerned with Florence, and with the sophisticated dialogue between art, philosophy and science - between image making, thought and scientific enquiry. Throughout most of this city’s history, technology, science, philosophy and art were closely interconnected. Indeed our modern distinctions between science and art did not exist, as they were allied in both theory and practice. Through the achievements of figures like Thomas Aquinas, Toscanelli, Brunelleschi, Alberti, Ficino, Lorenzo de’ Medici, Poliziano, Buonsignori, Ignazio Danti and Galileo we will explore the relationship between art, scientific enquiry, and a range of intellectual modes of thought such as scholasticism, neo-platonism and humanism. Part of this course is taught in class presented in class by way of projected slides, and partly on site in churches and museums in Florence.
Nikola Suica: Artistic Interrelations

This program of seminar lectures and presentations, entitled Artistic Interrelations, confronts a Florentine Renaissance masterworks, while questioning the nature of humanistic background in the light of past scientific, mercantile and psychological issues. Featured is also a contemporary early 21st Century framework of Florence as the tourist capital. Students will be offered an opportunity of such reflections and revaluation, particularly in neoplatonic tradition of the concepts of the city and the artistry from Medici times. Locations feature renowned art collections and significant exteriors overlayered with romantic interpretations and misuses in present reality.

Kevin Murphy

Dr. Kevin Murphy specialises in Italian Renaissance Art, and has been teaching, guiding and touring students and specialist groups throughout Italy for many years. Since moving to Tuscany in 1996, he has taught at the British Institute of Florence and for American art history programmes including Syracuse University, Kent State University, Rutgers University, Florida State and Kent State. In the UK he has taught art history at the University of York and currently is a lecturer for Bristol University students during their foreign study programme in Italy. Recently his research has focused on nineteenth-century pictorial representations of the Italian Renaissance, and he has contributed to the first volume of ‘Il Rinascimento Italiano e L’Europa’ to be published internationally by the Fondazione Cassamarca, Treviso. 
Michelle Illuminato
A new genre public artist, Illuminato is interested in addressing issues of cultural significance by making art that encourages audience participation as a means of effecting social change. Employs a variety of media including: sculpture, installation, video, audio, digital media, and performance. She is a member of the collaborative art group next question which includes artists Emily Blair and Phuong Nguyen. Recent projects include: AV Club, Fosdick-Nelson Gallery, Alfred University, New York, 2004, TransitARTen - Vogelfrei 5, Kunstentdeckungen in Privatgärten, Ways of Transit - Art Discoveries in Private Gardens, Darmstadt, Germany 2003, and Per Te, a fotoromanzo project researched in Italy from 2001-2004.
